A Paper Chain of Praise to the Lord

Make a paper chain with preprinted quotations from the Word that praise the Lord.

Suggested Materials

heavy paper for printing the attached blessings (cover stock or card stock is ideal)
optional: colored paper for making extra links to add between the links with quotes
scissors or a paper cutter

tape, glue, or stapler

colored pencils, colored markers, wax crayons, etc.

Suggested Procedure

1.

Print the attached quotations from the Word onto heavy paper. (Check to make sure your
printer can handle the kind of paper you will be using.)

Make one set of quotation strips for each person or small group working on a chain of praise
to the Lord.

It is easiest to use a paper cutter to cut the strips apart, but you can also use scissors. (There is
no border at the ends of the quotation strips so that you make each strip as long as possible.
You will lose some of this length when overlapping the edges to make the chain.)

Cut strips of colored paper if you want to add links of this paper in between the links that have

guotations already printed on them.

Optional: Decorate the quotation strips by drawing designs along the top and bottom edges or
at one end (which will then go on top when fastening the ends of the strip together to make a
link in the chain). It will be easiest to decorate the strips of paper before using them to make

links for the chain.

Use tape, a stapler, or glue to fasten the ends of the chain together —overlapping them a bit
so that each link of the chain will be strong.

Optional: Add links of your own with other quotes from the Word. There are 2 blank strips
included with the quotation strips and you could make more if desired.
