lay Pabylon Bingo

Review the story of Shadrach, Me-
shach and Abednego in the fiery
furnace by playing Babylon Bingo.

1. Give each student a Babylon
Bingo Board. (The 5 boards
given are arranged different-
ly.) Let students look through
the pictures. Ask what part
each picture plays in the story.

2. Give each student enough
coins, poker, chips, etc. to cov-
er squares as they are called.
Start by placing a marker on
the center square.
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3. Shuffle the Babylon Bingo Cards, pick up the top card and show it while call-
ing out the word. Make sure each child can see the card and find the match-

ing picture on their boards.

4. Each board has duplicate squares. Each time a card is read children may

choose one square to mark off.

5. When you have finished going through the cards, shuffle them again.

6. The player who places five markers in a row—vertically, horizontally or diag-

onally—first wins!

7. Ifthere is interest, replay. Optional: make the game more interesting in a

small group by giving each child two boards to complete simultaneously.
