Materials Needed 

copies of Pocket Prayers 

a copy of Pocket full of Prayers

scissors 

pencil or pen 

stapler 

Directions 

1. Use scissors to cut around the edges of the Pocket Prayers.

2. Using a pencil or pen, write a prayer on the plain side of the pocket prayer.

3. Fold the curved edges of the Pocket Prayer along the straight lines to form a square. The
colored side should show on the outside, with the prayer on the inside. Tuck the curved edg-
es into each other so they stay shut (see picture above).

4. Create the Pocket full of Prayers. Cut off the white edges. Fold the page in half with the
colored sides together. Then bend the writing down and fold again. Staple at each end to
create a pocket (see picture below.)

5. Place the folded Pocket Prayers in the pocket or put them in your own pocket and take them
with you to remind you that the Lord will always hear our prayers.
