1.

Creation and Fall - The Lord created people in a garden but they turned away and had to leave the
garden.

1.1. The Flood - The people turned far enough away from the Lord that He sent a flood that
destroyed all the people except for Noah and his family.

Fathers - The Lord called the fathers and promised them that they would be fathers of a great nation
in the land of Canaan if they followed Him.
