
An Egg Shaped Easter Book 

 

 

Illustrate the pages to make a book about the events that happened between the Lord’s resurrection 

and His ascension into heaven.  

 

 

Materials Needed: 

 

 scissors 

 wax crayons, markers, or colored pencils 

 stapler or hole punch and ribbon 

 

 

Procedure: 

 

1. Illustrate the pages of the book, using colored pencils, crayons, or colored markers. 

 

2. If desired, use the oval (somewhat egg-shaped) template to cut front and back covers out of card 

stock or other stiff paper. 

 

3. Decorate the cover for the book. 

 

4. Cut out all of the pages. 

 

5. Use staples to fasten the pages together at the left side or top edges of the pages. Or use a hole 

punch to make two holes in the pages and fasten them with beautiful ribbon.

Simon Peter, Thomas, Nathanael, and two other disciples were fishing by the Sea of Tiberias. 
When the morning had come, Jesus stood on the shore, but they did not know that it was Him. 
After catching many fish, Peter said, ”It is the Lord!” When they had come to land, they saw 
cooked fish and bread. And Jesus said, “Come and eat breakfast.” And He took the bread and 
gave it to them, and likewise the fish” (see Matt. 28:16-18). 



The eleven disciples went into Galilee, to the mountain….  
And when they saw Him, they worshiped Him; but some doubted. 
Then Jesus came and spoke to them, saying, “All authority has been
