Giving from a Small Store

In the story from | Kings 17:8-16, the widow from Zaraphath made a cake for Elijah from her
small store of oil and flour, before she fed herself and her son. She was willing to serve the
prophet of the Lord first. And then the miracle happened! Her oil and flour did not run out and
her household was able to eat from them until the famine ended.
