Diorama of the Children of Israel Crossing the Jordan | Joshua 3

Create a diorama of the children of Israel crossing the Jordan using the figures provided. If you
are working with a group of children, print several copies of the people and make a larger
crowd.

Materials Needed
diorama figures printed on regular paper
colored pencils, crayons or markers
strips of stiff paper to create triangular stands for the figures
tape
cloths or colored paper to create a background, e.g. blue scarf for the Jordan river, neutral-
colored sheet to be the ground

optional: simple props to complete the scene, e.g. small stones for the river bottom
Directions

1. Color the figures using colors of your choice, except for the ark.

2. The ark was protected with a blue covering when being moved from place to place. Color
the covering blue. The priests are often shown with white robes.

3. Cut out the figures in groups. There is no need to cut carefully around each figure.

4. To mount a figure group for the diorama, fold a strip of stiff paper in half. Form a triangle
by folding each end so that it creates a standing triangle. Tape to secure. (See picture.)

5. Tape a group of figures to one side of the standing triangle. Repeat until all figures are
mounted.

6. Arrange the groups to show the children of Israel crossing the Jordan.
