Memorial Stone Torn Collage | Joshua 4

The children of Israel created a memorial to remember how the Lord brought them safely into
the Promised Land. Recreate the memorial by shaping “stones” and constructing a mound.

Materials Needed

Memorial Stone Paper showing the names of the twelve tribes (3 pages)
Memorial Background Page

glue
scissors

Directions

1. Crumple the Memorial Stone Paper pages to give them rock-like texture. Flatten the paper.

2. Fold the Memorial Stone Paper pages into quarters. Each quarter will show the name of one
of the tribes of Israel.

3. Cut the paper into four pieces following the fold lines.

4. Tear around the edges of the quarter pages, shaping them into smoothed river stones. Op-
tional: Make some stones larger than others (see example).

5. Glue the stones to the Memorial Background Page to create a mound.

6. The mound was created so that in future children could ask their parents what happened at

the river. Explain the story of the children of Israel crossing the river into the land of Ca-
naan.
