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Story The Sixth Commandment demands that we do not commit adultery. 

 

Meaning Keeping this commandment requires that we look deeper than just our 

outward actions.  Yes, the outer act of adultery in its various degrees, and realizing 

obscene desires, and having lustful thoughts are clearly to be shunned.  But to get to 

the root of the problem we have to look at spiritual adultery.  Adultery means to 

“make different”.  We commit spiritual adultery when we falsify the teachings and 

good things from the Word, and when we create an infernal marriage of a false idea 

with a negative feeling—this slowly erodes away at our spiritual life and allows such 

things as actual physical acts of adultery to occur.    
 

Task This week keep asking yourself, in reference to your ideas and thoughts, “Is this 

what the Lord teaches?”  And in reference to your behavior, “Is this what the Lord 

would do?”
