TEACHER PREPARATION

Read over Exodus 19: 1-25 and 20: 1-17.

WORSHIP CIRCLE

STORY AND DISCUSSION

Read story from the Children’s Bible about Moses and show picture. Tell the children what the
commandments are in simple terms. ex: for Honor thy father and thy mother say “be good to
your parents.” Go through each one and explain it and ask the children for examples.

The people traveled farther into the desert. One day, they came to some high mountains. Moses
told them to wait there until he returned. Then he climbed up the steep rocks. He disappeared
from view.

Moses was gone a long time. God spoke the words of the Ten Commandments to him. Then
Moses returned. He told the people what God had said. They promised to obey the laws of the
commandments.
