This diagram shows that love of the world and love of self can be good loves, if they are not the main focus. We
spend most of our livestrying to put our lovesin the right order. Lower loves belong at our “feet” and the higher
ones up above. Thisisagradual process which takes alifetime and is called “ Regeneration.”
